Aunty Mollie Dyer, a proud Yorta Yorta woman, is
remembered as a courageous advocate for the
rights of Aboriginal children and families, with
an unwavering belief in the strength of Country,
Community and Culture.

The mother of six would foster many children and
young people. She advocated tirelessly for the
Aboriginal community, especially for Aboriginal
children in care to be placed with Aboriginal families
whenever possible. Mollie co-founded VACCA and
played a key role in establishing SNAICC, the national
peak body for Aboriginal child welfare.

She created an enduring legacy and remains an
inspiration to many people today.
